Constitution of the University of Bath Venturers Cricket Club

The Venturers Cricket Club was founded in the days when the University of Bath was still the Merchant Venturer’s Technical College and has existed throughout the reincarnations of the University of Bath to provide a cricket club for all staff members of the University of Bath.
Name and Purpose

1. The Club shall be called “The Venturers Cricket Club” (herein after, ‘the Venturers’ or ‘the Club’).  

2. The Club is formed to provide a cricket club for all members of the University staff, for postgraduate students of the University, and for anyone else connected with the University in a similar official capacity (herein after, ‘the University staff’).  

3. Club membership will consist of those University staff members who appear on the Club’s membership list. University staff wishing to appear on the membership list must apply to the Secretary (see clause four below), or his/her designated representative.

The Organisation of the Club

4. The Officers of the Club (herein after, the ‘Committee’) shall consist of the Secretary, the Fixtures Secretary, the Treasurer, the Team Manager and the Team Captain.

5. The management and control of the Club shall be vested to the Committee consisting of the Officers of the Club as stated in clause four.

6. A register of names of all members shall be kept by the Secretary, or his/her designated representative.  

7. The Club colours shall be maroon.

Playing for the Club

8. The Team Manager, or his/her designated representative, shall raise a team for each match, selecting from those members of the Club who identify themselves as being available to play. 

9. Given that a cricket team requires at least 11 players of different skills for a match to proceed, from time to time the Committee may allow individuals who are not affiliated with the University to play for the club.  In doing so the committee will have due regard for the image of the team and the University of Bath which it represents. Such external players will not be members of the Club but will be bound and protected by its rules, regulations and provisions.
Formal Club Meetings

10. The Annual General Meeting shall be held at the end of each season where all Officers for the forthcoming season will be elected.

11. Any person wishing to become an Officer shall be proposed by one member and seconded by another.

12. An Extra-Ordinary General Meeting of the Club must be summoned by the Secretary within twenty one days after being served with the notice in writing signed by six members of the Club requesting to call the Extra-Ordinary General Meeting.   

13. Notice of a General Meeting of the Club shall be sent by the Secretary to all members not less than seven days before the date of the meeting and shall specify the matters to be dealt with.

14. A General Meeting of the Club can be called by the Committee of the Club at any time subject to condition thirteen being observed.  

15. At all General Meetings of the Club, six members shall constitute a quorum.

Club Finances

16. The Club will operate on a not-for-profit basis.  

17. Match fees shall normally be agreed at the Annual General Meeting.  In exceptional circumstances match fees may be changed by majority agreement of the Committee until the time of the next General Meeting of Members.

18. The Committee shall have the power to hold money in the Club bank account to finance any project, which will increase, maintain or enhance the facilities available for its members. The Club has no power to borrow any money.

Interpreting and Amending the Constitution

19. The Committee shall be the sole authority of the interpretation of these rules and of the regulations made thereunder, and the decision of the Committee upon any question of interpretation or upon any matter affecting the Club and not provided for by these rules or by any regulations made thereunder, shall be final and binding.

20. These rules may be added to, repealed or amended by resolution passed at any Annual or Extraordinary General Meeting provided that such resolution is carried by a two-thirds majority of the members present.
