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Compelling Personal Reasons (CPR) - Supporting Letter Guidance


Students sometimes need to repeat a year of study in order to complete a course. 

Student finance is available for repeat years of study where a student has compelling personal reasons (CPR) as to why they have had to repeat a year of study.     

They may have been impacted by:

· Poor mental and/pr physical health
· Illness
· Bereavement
· Pregnancy
· Family crises
· Caring responsibilities

To apply for extra funding, students are required to evidence their situation by submitting a letter on headed paper from a professional person, such as Tutor, a member of Staff in a supporting capacity, a Doctor, or a Social Worker, amongst others, who can confirm the student’s situation and how it has impacted their studies.

Your supporting letter needs to include the following information:

· Dates of appointments/contact with the student during the relevant period
· Clear explanation of the circumstances and/or diagnosis of the problem(s)
· The impact of the student’s circumstances on their studies.

Please ensure the letter contains the following information:

· Student’s name
· Student’s date of birth
· Student’s course details & University name
· Signed and dated by the professional
· An explanation that the student is repeating a year of study due to the reason(s) given
