(UNSDGSs) in Education.

Whether you are a teacher, lecturer, trainer, educational leader, manager or
administrator - or aspiring to a career in education - you will develop the contemporary
skills and abilities needed to succeed. This course will empower you to proactively
initiate change, challenge existing processes, and contribute to the ongoing
improvement of educational practices.

Enhance your ability to work in a number of leadership roles within education. You will
gain an in-depth understanding of current educational leadership and management
practice, theory, research and policy.

Learning and teaching All units are self-led and online, meaning you can complete this course entirely through
distance learning. This gives you the flexibility to study alongside other commitments.

However, you will interact and collaborate with other students and tutors as you learn.

You will also receive support for your coursework assignments and have access to a
wealth of online resources via the University library.
