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Synopsis and academic coherence of programme

The MSc Applied Forensic Psychology with Counselling aims to provide students with the background psychological knowledge, professional
skills, counselling skills and relevant experience for the legal, criminal and civil justice systems necessary to pursue a professional career in
forensic settings.

The Masters will equip students with an up to date knowledge of psychological theory and practices relevant to the legal, criminal and civil
justice systems. Students will develop the knowledge and skills necessary to undertake research and development in the forensic services,
including governance, ethical and organisational issues. They will also be introduced to the foundation skills of forensic psychology practice
and basic counselling skills. The counselling element in the programme and guaranteed placement presents an opportunity to acquire skills
and experience which, compared to other existing Forensic Psychology courses can greatly enhance a student's employability prospects.

This Masters course is intended for graduates in Psychology, who are interested in progressing to careers in the forensic services as
practitioners, researchers or managers, and current professionals working in the criminal justice or forensic mental health systems and wishing
to learn more about the theory and practice behind forensic psychology.

Graduates of this programme will be well-qualified for a wide range of careers in: the criminal justice system, health services and civil services.
Relevant career opportunities are available in the: prison service, probation service, NHS, police and voluntary sector organisations.

Educational aims of the programme

The Masters in Applied Forensic Psychology will enable students to:

. Acquire a critical understanding of current knowledge, theory and research relevant to Forensic Psychology
. Develop skills and capabilities relevant to forensic psychology practice

. Develop advanced research methods applicable to psychological enquiry in a forensic setting

. Develop basic counselling skills relevant to forensic settings
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The PG Certificate focuses principally on aim (1), but offers students scope for the development of some skills relevant to Forensic
Practice (aim 2) and the opportunity to develop advanced research skills (aim 3).

The PG Diploma gives further opportunity to develop advanced research skills (aim 3); and develop basic counselling skills (aim 4).

The MSc involves a placement and a dissertation which meets aim (3) on a still more substantial scale.

. To develop knowledge and experience of a practical application of research in the Forensic

Psychology, while on placement.

. To demonstrate a basic understanding of the scientific and theoretical underpinnings of counselling

as applied in forensic settings.

The PG Certificate will particularly focus on learning outcomes 1 and 2; the PG Diploma will have an

additional focus on learning outcome 3 to 6 The MSc will ensure that students achieve all eight learning

outcomes.

Completion of the first two semesters can result in an exit award of either a Postgraduate Certificate or Postgraduate Diploma. Students
who have achieved at least 30 credits in the first two semesters but have been unable to achieve 60 credits may be eligible for the award of
a Postgraduate Certificate in Applied Forensic Psychology with Counselling. Students who have successfully completed the 60 credits in the
first two semesters of year 1 but do not wish to, or are unable to, progress to the Dissertation unit may be awarded the Postgraduate
Diploma in Applied Forensic Psychology with Counselling.

Year 2 of the course provides students with the opportunity to go on placement, where they will work with academics or forensic
psychologists to develop their skills as a scientist-practitioner. They further develop their research skills by putting into practice some of the
methods, theories and skills they have learned in the first year. Successful completion of the two year course leads to the award of a Master
of Science in Applied Forensic Psychology with Counselling.

Details of Work Placements Requirements / Work Based Learning / Industrial Training Requirements

The year-long placement is integral to the MSc in Applied Forensic Psychology with Counselling, an aspect not currently offered by the
majority of MSc Forensic Psychology courses in the UK.

All students complete a year-long placement working closely alongside a forensic psychologist or other suitably qualified professional working in a
forensic setting. This provides an excellent opportunity to put into practice some of the methods and theories that the students have learned
during the programme and to build professional skills.

Most student placements will be in the UK, but some may take the opportunity to complete placements abroad, depending on availability
e.g., Europe, USA. Candidates will normally be required to have a Standard or Enhanced Disclosure from the Disclosure and Barring Service
prior to undertaking their placement. Forensic Psychology is exempt from the Rehabilitation of Offenders Act and, as such, no convictions are spent

and all must be declared.

Accreditation documents will be prepared to submit to the British Psychological Society.

Admissions Criteria including APL/APEL arrangements

The programme is open to psychology graduates.

UK graduates will normally be expected to have been awarded a good honours degree in Psychology (upper second class or above) and to
have completed a programme that is recognised by the British Psychological Society (The Graduate Basis for Chartered Membership (GBC)).

Applicants must submit a personal statement that provides evidence of how their academic, professional and personal experiences equip
them to meet the demands of the programme.

As part of the statement they will also be asked to document their reasons for wishing to study forensic psychology at the University of|
Bath and to outline their subsequent career intentions.

Overseas students with equivalent qualifications will be admitted in accordance with the University's regulations. Overseas applicants must
seek approval for their course from the British Psychological Society before they can be admitted to the programme.

These admissions criteria are a baseline expectation for all candidates.
English requirements:

IELTS 7.0 (with at least 7.0 in each of the four components), .

These are the minimum levels required.

Students may be interviewed by telephone.

Details of Support Available to Students

All taught students will be allocated a Personal Tutor. They will be able to respond to many of the questions and concerns raised by their
students. However, there is also a range of specialist student support services that will offer both information and advice to support these
staff working with their students, as well as take referrals to work more directly with students. Students can also self-refer. These services
can provide information, advice and support in relation to: accommodation, physical and mental health, assessment of needs and provision
of support for students with disabilities, student funding, academic problems, student discipline and complaints, careers, immigration status,
spiritual matters, part time work, security and personal safety.
