21. Cross the ringroad and go through
the arch under the railway line. Walk

straight east up to the canal and turn

right.

22. Go along the canal and over the
small black and white footbridge. Up
across the road, up some steps and
then turn right through the stile onto
Bathwick Fields.

23. Enjoy the view down to the city.
Look out for the London train. Note
how many churches you can see.
