Lime Tree (E4) 08:00-19:00 - Lots of choice with a café,
bar and several places to buy food, This includes pizzas,
pasta, salad bowls and hot lunches.

Huts on the Green (E4) 11.00-15.00 - A selection of food
and drinks to enjoy al fresco.

SU bar by the lake (D3) 11.00-17.00 - outdoor bar serving
drinks in a perfect spot overlooking the lake.

Fountain Canteen (D3) 11.00-15.00 - Lovely position by
the lake serving burritos, fish and chips and ramen bowls.

Nourish at Parade (D3) 10:00-16:00 - Enjoy great views
over the lake whilst tucking into hot lunches, salads, hot
drinks and cakes.

Sports Café (F3) 08.00-16.00 (08.00-17.00 on Sat)- A
café in the Sports Training Village. Choose from cooked
breakfasts, a great selection of cold and hot food,
including salads, pasta and jacket potatoes, as well as
high protein snacks.

The Corner Café (E3) 08:00-17:00 - A café which also
doubles up as a student study space. You can buy cold
and hot drinks, alongside rolls, wraps and ciabattas.

The Market (D4) 09.00-20.00 (08.00-17.00 on Sat)- A
small shop in the heart of campus, selling snacks, meal
deals and other food to go.
